Learning Outcomes

· recognize Arctic images

Why do teachers ask students to create title or cover pages?  Cover pages are a way to introduce students to a new topic.  They show what you know or hope to learn about a topic.  They give a reason to look through the new unit.  Title pages will also be assessed as part of our Fine Arts program.
All title pages need (Criteria)
· clear and neat headings using bubble letters or stencils
· at least 5 clear and neat drawings and/or illustrations or clip art which are about the Arctic
· tidy coloring with strokes in one direction and no white space

· a wide border around the page filled with images about the topic

· the student's name, division and date are clearly labeled in the bottom right hand corner

· to be handed in by the final unit exam or before.

What is a rubric?  A rubric is a scoring chart which shows you what you need to do to get a particular score.  You should be able to clearly understand your mark and what you can do to make it better.
